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     Your brother has just died, your dad is in a deep stage of depression, your mom is never home and you've just moved to a new town where you know no one. This sounds like most people’s nightmare but this is Henry's life in the book Tunes for Bears to Dance to by Robert Cormier. Since his father is in no condition to work Henry must work at the store down the street from his house. He doesn't really like it there because his boss is extremely rude and disregards people’s feelings. Mr. Hairston, Henry's boss, has never bothered him until he finds out he has befriended a Holocaust survivor, Mr. Levine. Mr. Hairston suddenly puts Henry in a compromising position. Does he hurt his new friend or does he keep his job?

     I found this book to be extremely enjoyable. Like most of Cormier's books, I couldn't put it down. I felt like I was at Busch Gardens on Montu because there were so many twists. I felt that is was a little short and could have had more details about what happens once he moves back, but other than that it was good. If you have ever read any of Cormier's books and liked them you should read Tunes for Bears to Dance to. The end will totally surprise you.  The only way to find out is to read it.
